Lesson Plan
Learning Objectives: 
That the pupil will be enabled to:

1. Create a secondary colour - creating pink using red and white
2. Experiment with texture in paint – using paintbrush, lollipop sticks, cotton buds
3. Design an abstract action painting using blow and splatter painting
4. Appraise their artwork and the artwork of others

Resources: 
Jason Pollock images, paint, paintbrushes, lollipop sticks, cotton buds, paper plates, containers, straws, toothbrushes, pig cut outs, A4 sheets
Introduction: 
In the classroom, I will show the children a painting from artist Jackson Pollock and ask them their thoughts on the painting.  “Who do you think made this painting?  How old do you think they were?”  I will tell the children that this artwork was made by a very famous painter called Jackson Pollock who was an action painter.  “What do you think an action painter is?”  I will explain that action painters use different ways of getting paint spontaneously onto a canvas – dribbling, splashing, splattering, blowing, etc.  I will tell the children that we will be exploring action painting today.  (D:  Extra wait time for questioning)  (WC)  
Development: 
· I will ask the children if anyone can tell me how we make the colour pink.  In pairs, the children will be given red and white paints and will try and create various shades of pink.  (D:  Encourage peer guidance)  (PW)
· The children will each have a pig shape which they will paint using the pinks they have created.  (IW)
· Using a variety of objects (paintbrush, lollipop sticks, cotton buds), the children will experiment making textures and shapes in their painting.  I will encourage the children to explore all possible textures and patterns and to note how this alters the colour of the paint.  “What all designs can we make in our paint?  Does the texture alter the colour of our pigs?”  (D:  Allocate extra time to certain children to aid with motor skills)  (IW)
· While these paintings are left to dry, I will give each child a white sheet of paper, a brush, a straw and a selection of diluted coloured paints.
· The children will blot the paint on their sheet and blow the paint using the straw, experimenting with designs and colour.  They will also experiment with splattering with the toothbrush.  (D:  Clear directions to provide a concrete focus)  (IW)
· The children will clue the pig templates to the action painting sheet and leave to dry.  (IW)
Recap and Closure: 
The children will walk around the room looking at all the artwork and praising the efforts of their classmates.  I will ask the children how they enjoyed today’s artwork and what they think of action painting.  I will ask the children how they made pink and will question them on the textures they created.   (D:  Varied questioning)  (WC)
Assessment of learning objectives: 
Teacher observation:  I will observe the children’s participation and enjoyment of the activity.  I will pay close attention to their creative and imaginative abilities.  I will observe their ability to listen and carry out instructions given by the teacher.
Teacher Questioning:  I will use questioning during the closure activity in order to assess the children’s understanding of making pink and of the meaning of action painting.
